
IHBC Scotland Consultations Secretary’s Report for AGM- 4th November 2011
Managing Change in the Historic Environment update -the final version of the initial 14 topic leaflets on aspects of the historic environment was published 28th Dec 2010.    22% of IHBC’s specific suggestions on the draft leaflets were incorporated so at least the final versions are better than the drafts. 
The following new consultation documents were responded or inputted to by IHBC Scotland in 2011, with details posted on the IHBC website.
Sc Govt: Planning Advice Note on Planning and Archaeology  Jan–June 2011
IHBC input comments at two stakeholder seminars arranged in Jan & Feb by the Government, and by email in June to a final draft (new ground as PAN’s have not previously been subject to consultation). This consultation was very useful and most stakeholders regard the new PAN as sound.
Architecture and Design Scotland Corporate Plan 2011-2014 Jan 2011
IHBC gave overall support but sought some refinements to future principles and objectives of A&DS. 

Historic Scotland: Inventory of Historic Battlefields  Feb 2011

IHBC sought the inclusion of all nationally important sites; the promotion of suitable national policies (or good practice examples); a clear requirement to consult HS; and more guidance on setting/ buffers.
Historic Scotland: Managing Change Series - Historic Battlefields  Mar 2011

IHBC was quite critical in its response and made detailed suggestions; sought much stronger and effective wording; a requirement for developers to submit an Impact Assessment; and encouragement for LA’s to define locally important sites.
Sc Govt: Building Repairs (Scotland) Bill  Mar 2011

IHBC supported this bill which would give LA’s extra powers to use charging orders & recover costs for needed building repair work and help address the current disincentive to serving notices to secure repair work posed by cost implications.
Heritage Lottery Fund: HLF Funding (for 2013-2019) Consultation  April 2011
IHBC Scotland submitted its own detailed response, in addition to the IHBC (UK) one, to this consultation, with its major implications for the future funding of heritage projects. Points made included:
1. simplification of administrative requirements sought
2. strong support given for THI projects, Places of Worship and Parks for People programs and Individual Building projects

3. removal of clawback clause for revolving fund BPT’s sought

4. assistance for transfer of heritage assets to community ownership supported, where this can help secure an asset’s future

5. traditional skills initiatives funding supported. 

Historic Scotland: Consultation on Draft Regulations for Historic Environment Act  June 2011
IHBC expressed concerns at the low level of proposed fixed penalty fines for listed building infringements and that the use of the fixed penalty notice option would remove the option for subsequent prosecution.
Scottish Government: Local Govt & Regeneration Committee Spending Review Oct 2011
IHBC has recently input into Built Environment Forum Scotland evidence submitted to this Committee’s key review of local government regeneration funding. This included expressing concerns over the need for good quality advice and information on the historic environment being available to all Scottish Local Authorities, in the context of local authority cutbacks.
Historic Scotland: Managing Change Series – Scheduled Monuments (deadline 04 Nov 2011)

IHBC’s response says more emphasis is needed on the value, protection & best practice management of SM’s, also more on grants, policy, selection, examples of range, context & setting, professional expertise.
